2.1 The game

ò
Wordle is a web-based word game created and developed by Welsh software engineer Josh
Wardle. Players have six attempts to guess a five-letter word, with feedback given for each
guess in the form of colored tiles indicating when letters match or occupy the correct position.
Every day, a five-letter word is chosen which players aim to guess within six tries. After
every guess, each letter is marked as either green, yellow or gray: green indicates that letter
is correct and in the correct position, yellow means it is in the answer but not in the right
position, while gray indicates it is not in the answer at all. Multiple instances of the same
letter in a guess, such as the ”o”s in ”robot”, will be colored green or yellow only if the letter
also appears multiple times in the answer; otherwise, excess repeating letters will be colored
gray.

default : 〈WordleBack,WordleBad,WordleGood〉,

• 〈Rounded〉 := arc for corners, in mm ; default : 〈0.1〉

• 〈Unit〉 := width of cases, in cm ; default : 〈1〉

• 〈Font〉 := font for letters ; default : 〈\LARGE\bfseries\sffamily〉

• 〈ColorLetters〉 := color for letters ; default : 〈white〉

• 〈BorderColor〉 := color fot the border ; default : 〈white〉

• 〈Letters〉 := boolean to print letters ; default : 〈true〉

• 〈Style〉 := style within 〈default / other〉 to change the style ; default : 〈default〉

• 〈Thick〉 := thickness of the borders, in mm. default : 〈0.25〉
